  To enroll your child in kindergarten, please bring 
your child’s birth certificate and proof of residence 
to the elementary school in your district. State law 
also requires immunizations and physical exams 
for students entering public school kindergarten. If 
your child has not had a health assessment for 
school, make an appointment. Take your child’s 
immunization (shots) record with you to your 
appointment. If you need more information contact 
your school system at 704-636-7500 located at  
500 N. Main Street Salisbury , NC  28144. 
  Start the new year by showing your child you 
care and by stressing the importance of an 
education.

Young 
elementary children are at a 
higher risk of being hit by a car 
because they may dart out into 
traffic. If you drive, please drive carefully and 
look out for children.

Keep to the left and walk facing traffic if there 
are no sidewalks. 
When crossing the street, do not cross between 
parked cars. Cross streets at intersections.   
Stop at the curb. Never run into the street. 
Listen and look for traffic to the left, to the right, 
and to the left again. 
Obey all traffic signals. 
Wait until the street is clear to cross. Keep 
looking until you have crossed safely.
